covered by the election.

Comments:

The 36th day is the deadline. The proclamation is usually issued earlier so that other
deadlines may be met. There is no official form for the Governor’s Proclamation in the
Secretary of State Forms Manual. The Governor’s office issues the proclamation in its
official format.
