Distribution should be finalized.  A new Record of Ballot Distribution should be started to 
document the distribution of the newly corrected ballots. 

The Record of Ballot Destruction must be be kept for the period for preserving the 
election records. 

The authority responsible for having the official ballot prepared shall post in the 
authority's office a notice of the date, hour, and place of the destruction of the incorrect 
ballots. The notice must remain posted continuously for the 72 hours preceding the 
scheduled time of the destruction.
